1. Organizer：World Xiangqi Federation 

  

2. Host：Canadian Xiangqi Federation 

  

3. Sponsor: Youth Smart Technology Limited 

  

4. Date and Venue：October 7 th - 11 th , 2019 (Registration October 5th, 6th; 

Departure: October 12th) Venue：Vancouver, Canada 

  

5. Groups: 

a. Men: Men Team, Men Individual, Men non-Chinese/Vietnamese 

Individual 

b. Women: Women Individual, Men non-Chinese/Vietnamese 

c. Youth:  

i. U16: Men Individual, Women Individual 

ii. U12: Men Individual, Women Individual  

6. Regulations: 

a. The tournament adopts “World Xiangqi Rules”. 

b. Men non-Chinese/Vietnamese Individual will compete in the Men 

Individual group. 

c. Men Individual will adopt the 9-round swiss system: After the 8th round, 

the top 2 players will compete in the final for the champion; while other 

players will continue with the 9th round of the swiss-system. The system 

of the final will be determined separately. 

d. Women Individual will have the system and number of rounds determined, 

depending on the number of registered players. 



 

e. Men, Women non-Chinese/Vietnamese players will have individual results 

and rankings calculated. 

f. Men Team results are calculated according to the ranks of the top two 

players of each team; the team with a lower sum of ranks will be ranked 

higher; if the sum of ranks are the same, then compare the better rank. 

Teams with less than 2 has no ranks. 

g. Youth group regulations refer to 2nd World Youth Xiangqi Championship 

Regulations (see attachment) 

  

7.  Registration: 

a. Each association can register 1 captain, and 2 men players and 1 women 

players and unlimited number of non-Chinese/Vietnamese players. 

b. Each association please email or fax registration form with the official 

stamps of the association to World Xiangqi Federation Secretariat.

trophies and certificates; ranks 4-8 will be rewarded certificates 

b. Men Individual, non-Chinese/Vietnamese: top 8 players will be rewarded, 

ranks 1-3 will be rewarded trophies and certificates and prize money; 

ranks 4-8 will be rewarded certificates and prize money 

c. Women Individual: top 6 players will be rewarded, ranks 1-3 will be 

rewarded trophies and certificates and prize money; rank 4-6 will be 

rewarded certificates and prize money 

d. Players can apply for relative rating according to the latest “World 



Xiangqi Federation Player Technical Rating Standard”. If there are less 

than 3 players in a group, no rating will be rewarded.

10. Reception

b. Meals and accommodations will be centrally arranged at Executive Hotel 

Vancouver Airport, Richmond

ii. Accompanying member, meals and accommodations standard pricing:

a. Opening and Closing Ceremony: Men please wear formally (suits, trousers, 
shirts, ties, shoes), or internationally recognized national costumes. 
Women please wear suits. 

b. Tournament Venue: Players please wear formally or wear team uniforms. 
c. Personnel who do not meet the above requirements are prohibited from 

participating in the opening, closing ceremony and the tournament. 
d. The organizer will be responsible for the arrangements of meals and 

accommodations from dinner on October 6th to breakfast on October 12th 
at Executive Hotel Vancouver Airport, Richmond. If arriving on October 
5th or departing later than October 12th, the organizer shall arrange meals 
according to the standard pricing.
