1. Organizer：World Xiangqi Federation 
 
2. Host：Canadian Xiangqi Federation 

 
 
3. Date and Venue: October 7th -11th, 2019 (Registration: October 5th  or 6th ; 

Departure: October 12th); Vancouver, Canada. 
  

4. Groups： 
a. U16: Men Individual, Women Individual 
b. U12: Men Individual, women Individual 

  

5. Qualification: 
a. Each association can register 1 captain, and 1 player for each group 
b. U16: 

i. Players born between January 1st, 2003 and December 31st, 2006. 
ii. 1st place of Men Individual and Women Individual of 2018 World 

Youth Xiangqi Championship can directly qualify for U16 Men 
Individual and Women Individual, without taking up the players’ 
quota of each association. If there is a player not joining, such 
qualification will not be shifted to the came in next.  

c. U12: Players born after January 1st, 2007. 
  

6. Regulation: 
a. The tournament adopts the most recent World Xiangqi Rules published by 

World Xiangqi Federation. 
b. Tournament system and number of rounds depend on number of registrants 

of each group. 
c. For group with less than 6 persons, it will be merged with another group; 

order of merging is as follow respectively: same gender group merging, 
mixed gender group merging.

8. Rewards: 
a. Top 6 players of each group will receive certificates. If there are less than 6 

participants in a group, then compete in merged group, and reward in 
divided groups; Players ranked from 1 to number of players – 1 will be 
rewarded. 

b. U16 Men and Women Champions can apply for relative rating according to 
the latest “World Xiangqi Federation Player Technical Rating Standard”. If 
there are less than 3 players in a group, no rating will be rewarded. 

  
9. Receptions:  

a. Travelling, accommodation and meals at own expense 
b. Meals and accommodations will be centrally arranged at Executive Hotel 

Vancouver Airport, Richmond 
i. Captain and player, meals and accommodations standard rate: 

Single room:  US$ 190/person/day 
Double room: US$ 130/person/day 
Players travelling with parents without occupying a bed: US$ 
80/person/ day 

ii. Accompanying member, meals and accommodations standard rate: 
Single bedroom: US$ 240/person/day 
Double bedroom: US$ 160/person/day 
Children travelling with parents without occupying a bed: US$ 
95/person/day，please advise the organizing committee if needed.  

 
10.  Transportation: 

The hotel provides free transportation service from 05:00 to 23:00. The organizer 
will arrange staffs to pick-up participating teams at Vancouver International 
Airport on October 5th and 6th. If there are needs, please contact the organizing 
committee. If arriving at another time or another airport, please arrange your own 
transportation. 
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11.  Each team please individually purchase personal insurances for the period of the 
tournament. 

 
 
12.  Others 

a. Opening and Closing Ceremony: Men please wear formally (suits, trousers, 
shirts, ties, shoes), or internationally recognized national costumes. Women 
please wear suits. 

b. Tournament Venue: Players please wear formally or wear team uniforms. 
c. Personnel who do not meet the above requirements are prohibited from 

participating in the opening, closing ceremony and the tournament. 
d. The organizer will be responsible for the arrangements of meals and 

accommodations from dinner on October 6th to breakfast on October 12th at 
Executive Hotel Vancouver Airport, Richmond. If arriving on October 5th 
or departing later than October 12th, the organizer shall arrange meals 
according to the standard pricing.
